	 (3)	 include a completed Concordia Language Villages youth registration form;

	 (4) 	 submit a brief recommendation from a teacher describing the student’s commitment to learning and his or her
		  interest in world languages and cultures;

	 (5)	 submit an essay from the villager - see guidelines on the following pages;

	 (6)	 enclose a deposit following the schedule below. Note that this deposit requirement differs from the deposit
		  stated on the Language Villages registration form for those not applying for assistance.

Summer Youth Villages - If you do not receive a scholarship and decide not to attend, your full deposit will be refunded if your cancellation is 
received by April 30, 2010. If you do not receive a scholarship and still wish to attend, your deposit will be applied toward your summer tuition 
and will not be refunded. Cancellations after April 30 will be assessed a cancellation fee. Please see the youth registration form for complete 
payment policies.
